Learning Beyond the Bell (LBB) is a program of the Centre for Multicultural Youth that assists 

organisations and schools to establish and maintain their out of school hours learning support 

programs.  LBB is funded by the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development.   

 

Out of School Hours Learning Support Programs are often known as homework clubs or 

tutoring clubs.  These programs play an important role in supporting disadvantaged young 

people with their education.  They teach literacy or numeracy, build confidence and self 

esteem, provide study resources and improve attitudes to learning.
